DO YOU WANT TO WORK ON AN EMMAUS WALK?
First, you should send your name, address and phone number to the future Walk leaders well in advance of the Walk. Preparation for
most walks will begin approximately 2 years before the actual weekend. Don’t just tell the future walk leader, write it down.

Second, you should attend Emmaus gatherings and show up to help the Walks as they occur.
The Walk leaders are encouraged to select the people who show an interest in the day-to-day
operations of the local Emmaus community and are willing to attend those functions and serve. You
will get to know other people in the community and you become familiar with these new friends as
you attend meetings. The future Walk leaders have literally dozens of things that require their attention.

Third, and most important—it may not be your time to be a team member, many hours are spent in prayer for the Walk and God does
prepare the team, just ask any of the past Walk leaders! I had several names of certain people that I knew would be on the team, this was
before God revealed that it was His Walk and not mine. My choices were scattered and shattered by this reality. Not one on my list was
able to be the nucleus of the best team ever assembled. God selects the team! If you don’t believe this, then just wait until it’s your time to
lead a Walk.

 From the Walk Leader: Men’s Walk # 99

“A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved
you, so you must love one another. By this all men will know that
you are my disciples, if you love one another.”   John 13:34-35.

This “new command” from our Lord is the theme verse for Men’s
Emmaus Walk # 99. For many of us, the Emmaus Community
exemplifies so clearly what Christ intented when He said we
should “love one another.” This command is given right
after Jesus washes the disciples’ feet; therefore, His
act of humility and service must have been
foremost in their thoughts. We know that Jesus
uses the “agape” term to refer to how He has
loved us. It follows then that our Lord intends
for us to serve/love one another. “For when
you have done this unto the least of these,
you have done this unto Me.” “For I came
to serve, not to be served.” Peter do you love
Me? Then feed my sheep.

Truly, I covet your prayers for Men’s Walk #99, the team,
the pilgrims and the entire community. Apart from Him, we know
we can do nothing. Particularly, I would ask your prayers for a
hedge of protection for myself and the team. We know that the
enemy would use any foothold that we might give him to attack and
discredit us. Pray that our lives would be holy and there would be
